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Abstract

The study on Quality of Life of the Hilltribe Households in Chiang Mai Municipality
Communities has 2 major objectives, which are : 1) to study the quality of life of the hilltribe
households in Chiang Mai Municipality communities toward their daily working life whether
they meet the Basic Minimum Needs (BMNs) stated in the 7th National Social and Economic
Development Plan. In this case, the Chiang Mai Municipality has adopted the BMNs as the
criteria for assessment of the quality of life of people living in the Municipality area 2) to
study the measures to solve problems of the quality of life of the hilltribe households.

The data were collected from 100 sampled hilltribe households in 8 communities of
Chaing Mai Municipality during 1997 - 1998 »through questionnaire and observation. Some
information was gathered from & agencies concemning the improvement of urban people’s

quality of life.




The research found that:

Only about half of the total surveyed population (50.4%) has been granted Thai
citizenship. The rest are denied of basic rights that Thai. citizen can enjoy.

All cases have poor quality of life for both in living conditions and in working
life as compared to the standard-level of Basic Minimun Needs.

Different tribal households showed differences in the ability of income generating
and job security.

No differences in satisfaction of working environment among each tribe, but this
was related to jobs performed by each household.

The Chiang Mai Municipality is the main agency assigned to solve the problems
of quality of life for the households including lowland Thai in collaboration with
various agencies such as National Housing Authority, Chiang Mai Province,
NGOs, and The Department of Public Welfare, etc.

Recomendations for improving quality of life of the hilltribe hauseholds include 1)
Relocation of living place 2) Granting of Thai citizenship 3) Family planning
4) Job's opportunity creation and 5) Improvement of quality of life for the
hillribes on  highlands especially by increasing more income of the households

staying back in their villages instead of migrating to the city area.
