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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to find out the activity of hypertension
surveillance in - community by public health volunteers, and to study the relationship
between public health volunteers personal data, role consent, the support from public
health officer and the hypertension surveillance in community by public health volunieers. |
The sample of this study were 89 public health volunteers ‘in Chom Sri Subdistrict,
Chiang Khan District, Loei Province. Data were collected by  direct interview,
observation and focus group discussion. Statistics used to analyze data were percentage,
arithmetic mean, standard deviation, test for correlation by Spearman's Rank correlation,
test for difference of two, and more than two groups by Mann-Whiiney U Test and
Kruskal-Wallis Test respectively.

It showed that the public health volunteers discovered hypertension in
41.9% , referred the hypertension cases in 92.9% and visited patients homes in 88.1%.
Education, income, length of work as public health volunteers and training support

affected the searching of hypertension significantly. It was found that occupation,



marriage status, social sacrifice, and opinion about hypertension cause affected referrals
significantly. Only marriage status affected home visiting significantly.

This study pointed out that the investigation of hypertension in t\he
community by public health voluntecers did not cover the target group, though the public
health volunteets were concerned about their roles. So the public health officer should try
to inform people about hypertension, to make them aware, and have more participation in
the activities which lead to good cooperation with public health volunteers in

hypertension surveillance process.
