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Abstract

The objective of this research was two — pronged 1. to study the extra — electoral
role of the Democrat Party branches in Songkhla province and 2. to study the attitude of the
people in this province towards the party branches. Data were collected by using close —
ended questionnaires from 420 respondents who resided in the areas where the branches
were located. Data analysis involved guantitative methods such as percentage, mean, Chi -
Square, and Analysis of Variance.

The findings showed that:

1. the extra — electoral role of Democrat Party branches could be classified into two
types:

1.1 the participatory role in local activities such as ordination, funeral, yellow
robe offering, sports, and anti drug abuse campaign

1.2 the political role such as propagation of party’'s ideology and platform,
dissemination of political information, provision of understanding of party's works,

and promofion of knowledge in the constitution.



2. as a result of the exira — electoral role of the Democrat Party branches, people’s
attitude in Songkhla province were positive towards the party branches, however,

occupation, religion, party member status, and origin of domicile of the respondent.
