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Abstract

This tﬁesis examined and sought to identify needs, problems and
recommendations regarding parental participation in educational management of Santi
Suksa Schoo!, Chiang Mai Provice. Those serving as key informants for the study were
260 parents. They were asked to respond to the questionnaire with items relevant to the
topic under examination. Collected data were subsequently analyzed by using
percentage. And the time context was the 1999 academic year.

Findings were as follows :

Overall, parents expresses the desire o participate in curricular and instructional,
extracurricular and school-community relations affairs. Separately viewed, it was found
that more than half of the parents wanted to take part in matters related to curriculum
implementation and have community problems and needs incorporated as part of the
curriculum. They wanted to take part in organizing academic programs and instructional
plans which met community needs. They wanted to help mobilized needed resources and

instructional media as well as encourage students to join extracurricalar activities.



They wanted to actually participate in school activities and mutually face
consequences. They wanted to support those activities materially and financially as well
as monitor them along with school personnel. They also wanted to join hands with the
school and community in preventing and solving community problems as well as help
bring the two parties closer to each other in such a way that benefits both.

As regards problems found in parental participation, it was found that parents
lacked knowledge of curriculum and instruction as well as extracurricular activities. They
were both not ready to actively participate in school affairs and too occupied with their
daily life routines. Certain school activities were found to go against their religious beliefs.
School-community relations were minimal and the latter did not really recognize the
importance of school. Interorganizational cooperation was also lacking.

Regarding recommendations, the followings were identified : parents proposed
school-parents joint meetings and consultations; curriculum and instruction information be
given to parents; curriculum and instruction be responsive to students’ and parents’
needs, social conditions and concrete daily life situations; extracurricular activities be
more diversified and related to real life situations; and finally, more school-home-

community aclivities be organized and on a regular basis.
