Abstract

The purpose of this study was to find the guideline for cooperative in Dual Vocational
Training management between private sectors and Chiang Mai Vocational College. The private
sectors were hotel business, retail business, childcare, ceramics and siladon, clothing and textile
industry, and cooking and service.
