Abstract

The objective of this study was to study the behaviour of students of the Industrial Products
Design Division, Rajamangala Institute of Technology, Northern Campus, Chiang Mai in relation to
the Institutes’ Rules and Regulations for stdent conduct.The study was conducted during the second
semester of Academic Year 1999. The subjects were 20 instructors and 104 students undertaking the
first and second year Diploma in Vocational Education. The questionnaire used to collect the data
used rating scales and open ended questions. The data was analysed by percentage.

The study revealed that the instructors agreed highly that the conduct of the students was in
accordance with the Rules and Regulations of 1987.The instructors rated the students from moderately
to high in relation to the wearing of the proscribed school uniforms, badges and other clothing. The
students were instructed regularly in relation to the standard of conduct required by the Rules and
Regulations, and sometimes in relation to the wearing of the proper school uniform.The students
conduct in conformity with the Rules and Regulations ranged from many times to regular practice. In
relation to the wearing of the proscribed school uniforms, badges and other clothing, the students
agreed that it was their regular practice, except that they failed to observe the prohibition on the

wearing of blue jeans and corduroys. The were both students who conformed with the Rules and



Regulation and who didn’t because they came fiom different background and environment. The
students agreed with nearly every item of the Rules and Regulations such as the prohibition of drug
possession for sales prohibition of marking cutting or tearing off library books and consumption of
drugs. The students agreed highly with almost every item in relation to the appropriateness of the
Institute’s Rules and Regulations, including the wearing of school uniforms, badges and other
clothing. However they did not agree with the prohibition on the wearing of shoes differing from the
proscribed. type and colours, and the prohibition on the wearing of workshop uniforms and physical
education vniforms on the day when they did not attend classes in those subjects. Students should be
eligble to toke part and express their opinions regarding those Rules and Regulations Furthermore,
they disagreed strongly with the prohibition on the wiearing of blue jeans and corduroys.The students®
commenis about the instructions they received regarding the standard of conduct required by the Rules
- and Regulations ranged. from moderate to high, and their comments in relation to. the wearing of the
school uniforms, badges and other clothing was moderate.

The instructors suggested that all instructors should provide guidance for students on the
standard of conduct required. Rules and Regulations of the Institute must be clear so that all students
from every division can behave accordingly. They believed that students who violated the Rules and.
Regulations should be punished. The students suggested that the instructors should be flexible and
listen to student feedback because all of them are adults studying at tertiary level. They are responsible

and want to have some limited freedom.
