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Abstract

The aim of this study were to construct the measurement instruments for the
evaluation the quality of education and their manuals of the municipal Sclhool, Chiang Mai,
in accordance with 10 standards which consist of 45 indicators. There are 3 types of the
instruments employed in this study. The first instrument is for the evaluation of school
administrators, the second instrument is for the evaluation of the teachers, while the third is
for the evaluation of special characteristics of the schools. The total of the subjects used in
this study are 331 persons, 215 persons were used in the procedure of items construction,
gained by stratified random sampling. 116 persons gained by purposive sampling were used
for the instrument validation. The results of the study are:

1.  There was content validity of the administrators evaluation form which were
judged by the experts. The reliabity by test—retest methed in standard number 1 and indicator
number 1to 9  were .74l to .985 . The standard error of measurement value of each
were .026 to .310. The over all reliability was .985 and the standard error of measurement

value was .383



2.  There was content validity of the teacher evaluation form which were judged
by the experts . The reliabity by test — retest method in standard number 2 and indicators
number 2~ 8 were .765 to .989 . The standard error of measurement value each were .035
to 1.177 . The over all reliability was .941 and the standard error of measurement value
was .818

3. There was content validity of the cheacklists which were judged by the
experts . The reliabity by intraclass correlation of 9 forms in standard number 2 to 10
were 981 - 1.00 in single measure and average measure were .997-1.00 .

4. The supplementary instruments for assessing educational handbook set is
comprised of the goal of the assessment set, characteristic of assessment forms, quality,

procedure of administration of the assessment forms and sample document.
