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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the relationship between the
attention span in playing at the experience corners and the cognitive readiness, to
compare the score of cognitive readiness of Pre — school children, classified by the
attention span.

The population comprised of 20 students, who were second year kindergartners
in the second semester of Academic Year 1999 at Ban Phatang School, Pong District,
Phayao Province. The instruments were the observation of attention span based on a five
point check list and the testing of cognitive readiness using a picture recognition test has
0.75 reliabifity level. (Kuder-Richardson) The data were analyzed using mean, standard
deviation, Spearman's rank difference correlation coefficient.

Research findings were as follows :

1. The attention span and the cognitive readiness of pre — school children
related at high level (0= 0.92).

2. The pre —school children who had long attention span had a higher score

of cognitive readiness than chitdren who had a moderate level attention span.
