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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to survey the knowledge and understandmg of police officers
about the law on the election of the House of Representatives. Samples were drawn from 400
commissioned and non-commissioned police officers in Chiang Mai province. The hypothesis was
police officers did not have much knowledge about the law. Independent variables were gender, age,
level of education, job duty, rank, duration of service, and income. Close-ended questionnaire was used

to colect data. Data analysis involved percentage difference, mean and chi-square.

The findings showed that;

1. The knowledge and understanding of respondents about the law on the election of the
House of Representatives was quite good, rejecting the hypothesis.

2. The level of knowledge and understanding of respondents about the law on the election of
the House of Representatives differed according to their rank, level of education, job duty, income,

gender, age, and duration of service.
