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Abstract

This independent study has the following objectives:

1. to present legal problems which hinder the enlargement of amphetamine
suppression in order to indict the whole drug connection.

2. to learn about the nature of police operational processes in amphetamine
suppression.

3. to identify problems which hinder cooperation between Thai-Myanmar
officials in amphetamine suppression.

4. to propose recommendations on improvements of amphetamine
suppression measures.

The study’s hypothesis is that levels of achievement in amphetamine
suppression in Mae Sai district, Chiang Rai province depend on the following factors
which are:

1. Thai legal structure.

2. management structure of provincial police station at Mae Sai district.

3. international cooperation structure with Myanmar officials.



The study finds that the confronting problems of provincial police in Mae
Sai district are structural problems in 3 areas which are:

1. legal limitations concerning court’s decision in issuing warrants of
“search”, “seizure” and “bailing” of amphetamine traffickers which retard police
suppression.

2. management limitations of provincial police at Mae Sai district, Chiang
Rai province. It is found that there are shortages in police force and in working
morales due to insufficient government budget and to lack of salary promotion in
return for achievements in amphetamine suppression.

3. limitation which stem from lack of cooperation from Myanmar official
especially in suppression of amphetamine producing sites within the borders. In is
proven that every time that Myanmar closes her borders, amphetamine traffickings are
drastically reduced.

For immediate improvements, the study proposes the following
recommendations:

1. relations with Republic of Myanmar should be revieWed in order to
bring about more cooperation in drug suppression.

2. lack of supporting budget is an important problem which brings about
shortages in personnels and appliances. Moreover, regulations in giving prize money
are very complicated and should be simplified in order to encourage police personels

in the tasks of drug suppression.
