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Abstract

The study on this topic has 3 main objcctives, which are :

1) To study people’s attitade from targeted villages in Mae Rim district towards
Community and Mass Relations project in order to find out about the. project’s good and
bad points.

2) To investigate the levels of satisfaction, acknowledgement and acceptance from
the local people.

3) To stdy manners and roles of local people in participating in the project.
Field research methodology was used in gathering data from local people of the project’s
operational villages totaling 110 cases.

The study finds that police officers come to visit local people more often, a large
percentage of them have good human relations with casual and friendly personalities. As
for people’s participation to the project, it is widely accepted that project’s participation

brings about positive community development, This is the indication that police operations




As for people’s manners and roles in project’s participation , the study finds that
the largest percentage of the samples have participation in the manner of giving clues of
culprits , reporting crime sites, reporting the escape routes of culprits and most of the
reports are given to police. The second largest manners of participation are in the forms
of joining various orientation programs that are provided by commmmity and public
relations project.

_ Therefore, the execution of community and public relations project, which aims at
using an ageressive sirategy for prevention and comrection of crime and other social
problems, can be assessed as a success. However, if the project receives more
cooperation from pﬁblic and private sectors and if longer operational time is available, it
is certain that the project will receive more popular support and acceptance.
