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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to develop lessons which use reading
strategies to comprehend literature, to study the students’ reading literature achievement,
and to study the level of ethical reason. The population was 18 third year students at
Rajabhat Institute, Chiangmai who registered in the Children’s Literature course during
the first semester of the academic year 2000. There were four types of research
instruments. The first type used for designing the lessons was a guestionnaire asking
about students' interest in reading literature and their fiuency in English skills.

The second type was five lesson plans using reading strategies for the Children's
Literature course. The third type comprised evaluation forms of the lessons’ efficiency
and the evaluation forms of students’ ability in reading literature. The fourth type was a
questionnaire of students’ opinion about reading sirategies and the evaluation forms of
students’ ethical reasoning use.

The research procedures included a survey of students' interest in reading
literature and their English fluency. The result was used for designing the proto - syllabus
and lesson plans. After implementing each lesson, literature skills reading were
evaluated and the lesson plans were modified. At the end of the experiment, a

questionnaire was administered to survey students' opinion about reading strategies.



1. The lessons using reading strategies were effective and practical for the
students’ level of knowledge.

2. Regarding students' literature reading skills after studying the lessons, it was
found that students’ literature reading skills were satisfactory. The story frame was the
most helpful reading strategy while the story impression was the least helpful reading
strategy in the students’ opinion.

3. The students’ level of using ethical reason was at level three which is their
conduct performed by following their friends or the others at the same age to be the

acceptee of the group.
