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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to construct listening comprehension exercises for
Mathayom Suksa 1 students.

The subjects were 60 Mathayom Suksa 1 students who were in the first semester of the
academic year 1999, from Pakpanung School, Amphoe Pakpanung, Nakornsrithammarat Province.
The subjects were obtained by a cluster random sampling method. They were divided into 2 groups,
the experimental group and the controlled group. Each group consisted of 30 students. The group
was taught by Concentrated Language Encounters Approach and the controlled group experimental
was taught by the traditional method for 10 periods, each of which took 50 minutes. The research
instruments were the listening comprehension achievement test and the listening exercise. The data
obtained were analyzed by t-test.

The findings were as follows :

1. The 10 listening exercises were measured 81.03/81.90 for the_ir efficacy, higher than

the set standard of 80/80.



2. The scores of the post test in listening comprehension achievement of the students
in both groups were different from those of the pretest at the level of .01 with higher scores in the
posttest of both groups. The scores of the experimental group were significantly different from

those of the controlled group at the level of .05.
