Abstract

An ethnobotanical study of Tin minority in Baan Pa Kum, Dongpaya subdistrict during
March 1997 to October 2000, was conducted to record and compare the traditional usage of plants
in their daily life. The process of collecting data and information included the interviewing of
information related to local names, method of preparing and using piants. The collected specimens
were identified to species by available references and compared with specimens at the Herbarium of
Queen Sirikit Botanic Garden and Chiangmai University. The ethnobotanical specimens were
deposited at the Ethnobotany Research Section, Biology Department, Faculty of Science,
Chiangmai University.

The result indicates 31 familics, 40 genera and 41 species are used by the hilltribe from 97
collected species. They are classified into 5 groups as edible plants, medicinal plants, housing
plants, economic plants, and plants of miscellancous uses. For example, Lobelin nicotianaefolia
Roth ex R. & S. is used for leech repellent, Celosia argentea Linn. is used for Kin-dokdaeng
Ceremony and many species are applied as ornamentation plants such as Chonemorpha megacalyx
