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Abstract

The purposes of this independent study were to construct the instructional plans
for thinking skills enhancement through the Six Thinking Hats Approach, to study the result
of enhancement in the thinking skills and learning achievement of the students who had
learned Thai 306 through the Six Thinking Hats Approach. And to study the opinion of
the students who had leamed Thai 306 through the Six Thinking Hats Approach. The
sample were 36 Mathayom Suksa 3 students in Arunotat Wittayakom School, Chiangdao
District, Chiang Mai Province who enrolled in Thai 306 during the second semester,
Academic Year 2000. They were selected by purposive random. The instruments were the
instructional plans for thinking skills enhancement through the Six Thinking Hats
Approach, pretest — posttest for measuring the thinking skiils and learning achievement of
the students and the opinions’ questionaire as well. The data were statistically analyzed by

mean, standard deviation, t-test and percentage.



The results of this study were as follows:

The thinking skills and learning achievement of the students who had
learned Thai 306 through the Six Thinking Hats Approach of the
posttest were higher than the pretest at .01 significance.

Most of the students agreed with the learning methods and the
efficiency of leaming Thai 306 through the Six Thinking Hats

Approach. Their thinking skills were better developed.
