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Abstract

This independent study aimed at investigating conditions of the supplementary tatoring for
Prathom Suksa 4-6 students and their opinions concerning the supplementary tutoring at Anubaan
Chiang Mai School. The sample studied included 240 Prathom Suksa 4-6 students, studying in the
first semester of Academic Year 2001 at the school, were purposively selected as sample studied.
The questionnaires were used as instruments for gathering data on the conditions of the
supplementary tutoring and the students’ opinions on it. The data were then analyzed by computing
averages, percentages, and standard deviations and presented by using tables with description.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Reasons, needs and continuity of attending supplementary tutoring

Most students wanted to attend the supplementary tutoring in order to gain more
understanding of subject contents. They started the tutoring from Prathom.Suksa 3-4 and continued
attending up to the present time. Most of them focused on the areas of mathematics, English, and

Thai language respectively. They felt satisfied with their previous learning results.



2. Organization of leaming activities of the supplementary tutoring
Most students chose the teachers from their own schools as their tutors. They attended
tutoring class for 1-2 hours each day for 5-6 days in a week. Each class consisted of 10 students or
more.The lessons, mostly conducted by reviewing, using shortcut techniques, helped students better
remembering and understanding. |
3. The expense of attending the supplementary tutoring
Their parents paid them the tuition which costed 401-700 bahts per month with no
additional expense while the appropriate price according to students’ opinions was less than 500 bahts
per month.
4. The problems of attending the supplementary tutoring
Most students encountered no problems in attending the tutoring class. Their teachers
(tutors) used time appropriately. They felt satisfied with all aspects of the classroom surroundings:
good ventilation, with out bad smell or interfering noises. Student were in rapport relationship with
the teachers and were paid very good attention. All subject contents were better taught and understood.
5. The outcomes of attending the supplementary tutoring
Most students felt good changes in themselves. They became more attentive and
confident in their learning which, in turn, improved their leaming achievement, gained more knowledge
and new ideas which could be applied in normal class teaching,
6. Students’ opinions about the supplementary tutoring
Most students showed high level of agreement with having supplementary tutoring
classes in that it could provide students with better understanding subject contents, as well as having
tips, new ways of thinking, and new computing formulas. Some of them moderately agreed that the

tutoring made them find less time for playing and feel tired with no time to rest.
