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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to survey students’ opinion and to set activities for
preventing drugs usage of students at Srithana Commercial Technology College, Chiang Mai.
Two hundred and thirty four students were asked for collecting data by using a questionnaire,
Data were analyzed in percentage, mean and standard deviation

The findings of the study were as follows:

Most students had never used drugs but most of them used to participate the preventive
activities of drugs usage. As a whole, the activities managed by the school were rated at high
level. Interms of providing the information of drugs for students, most activities were rated high
such as the necessity of managing activities, setting an information board, and being concerned
closely with students® behaviors by their adviser. The school environment setting was also rated
high. For examples, the school had strict regulations and school counseling service was served
appropriately. For students’ opinion on the school’s proj eéts, student’s camping activities was
rated very appropriate and the camping should be continuously provided. The management of
moral camping was also rated appropriate. Furthermore, the testing of sfudents’ urine was rated
as good appropriateness and the testing was useful.

As for students’ need concerning the drug preventive activities, the first five top activities
the students ranked were sports activity, music activity, setting a friendship club, assigning

student watchers, and creating a drug preventive club, respectively.
