Abstract

The objectives of this study was to explore the factors associated with students’ decision to
further their education in continuing bachelor program at the Faculty of Education, academic year of
2001. The population of this study consisted of 153 students who passed written entrance
examination and were to be interviewed. A questionnaire was used to collect data. The data were
analyzed through uses of frequency and percentage.

The results of the study were as follows:

The majority of students graduated from public schools and earned a high grade point
average. They were intent on being a teacher and loved teaching profession. Their expectations afier
having finished a bachelor degree were to be able to develop their skill and personality, to have
teaching lmowledge, to be able to further their education, to have a stable career, and to be able to
broaden their knowledge.
