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The purposes of this research were to construct and to study the results of an income

earning project model for students in the Agricultural Reform for a Better Life Program,

Chiang Mai College of Agriculture and Technology. Three groups of population were used for

this research. The first group, using for surveying general information, consisted of students and

college instructors and administrators a total of 1,088 persons, The second group, a total number

of 21 peoples used for developing the model, were college administrative staff, an agricultural

~ county agent, and a staff member from the Bank for Agricultural and Co-operatives. The last one

were 39 Agricultural Reform for a Better Life Program stu(_Ients, studying for the second year of

vocational education ccrtiﬁcate'level-, in the second semester of 2000 academic year, and

8 students’ project advisors and 12 members of the project staff. Tools used for this research

were a sheet for surveying general information, 2 project model, an operation plan, an evaluation



plan, a behavioral observation sheet, a questionnaire and a structured interview form.
This research was conducted for one semester. Data were analyzed by calculating frequency,
mean, standard deviation, and by grouping items and reporting in descriptive form.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. An Income Eaming Project Model, including the project’s manual, for students in
the Agricultural Reform for Better Life Program, Chiang Mai College of Agriculture and
Technology were received.

2. The results of the Income Earning Project were following described in 3 aspects.

2.1 The result of students” agricultural project, it was found that a number of
stadents and project types had changed during the operation. A majority of students earned
income from their projects. The students worked hard, and were industrious. In the same time
they were participated the projects at a good level.

2.2 The result of the project operation, at the end of project students were aware of
having a self-employment occupation and seeing the way of living in that career,

2.3 The opinions of students, students’ advisors, and the project staff: Students
expected in participating the project because they wanted to have experiences in this vocation
arca. They also were satisfied with the support from their advisors, However, they faced with the
problem of lacking money for investment. In the same time, the students advisors expressed that
students were be able to applied knowledge and skills from classroom for doing the project.
Students also experienced the production problem including the subject content that could not be
taught in classroom, Moreover, the advisors had problems about their teaching load and extra
duty. Another problems were lacking of water and the plants in project land were destroyed by
livestock of people living near the college. For the opinion of the project staff, the staff
expressed that the projects were received good support from everyone concerning the project.
The students were proud of their job and were aware of the value of money the earned from the
project. The problem indicated by the project staff was that in the real situation studenis would
face with several aspects of problem. Some factors relating to problem could not be controlled,

this affected some projects could not reach the goal as expected.
