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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to study social factors of the headmen of villages and sub-
districts affecting practices of forest resource conservation : A case study of Lampang province. The
problem and difficulties of forest conservation scheme are obseﬁed. A questionnaire is used to
collect 246 sample from the headmen of villages and sub-districts. These data is analyzed by using
SPSS for Windows and presented in statistical, percentage, mean, standard deviation and One-way

ANOVA form.

The study found that the difference in education level and access to information of local
people about forest conservation cause different cooperation with the forester. The education and
understanding of the forester about forest conservation creates different action, for ¢xample when
dealing with the stolen property and the judicial procedure. Access to information and understanding
of forest conservation is another factor, which causes foresters to show their responsibility differently,
such as different action in wild life preservation acts and prevention local people fromr cutting down

trees.

The problems and difficulties of forest conservation activities found in this study are 1)
local people have insufficient understanding' about laws, rules and regulations 2) moreover, they
do not have enough knowledge about conservation schemes 3) the issued law is inadequate 4) lack
of supporting budget from central government 5) the argument between local péople and their

leaders.
