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Abstract

The purposes of this independent research are to launch a comparative study of the
income and expense of government officials in border areas, and of those who work in the City
Hall of Chiang Mai, and to seck for the factors affecting the income and expense of government
officials in border areas, and of those who work in the City Hall of Chiang Mai.

According to the methodologies of this independent research, they consist of 2 parts,
namely documentary research, and field research. In accordance vﬁth the field one, using the
survey form created by the researcher own self, the researcher draws some samples from the civil
servants in border area (Mae Ai district is that chosen for data collection), and the government
officials who work in the City Hall of Chiang Mai. Additionally, the statistics needed for the data
analysis are as follows; the average, percentage, standard deviation values, chi-square, t-test
values, maximum and minimurmn values, and Coefficient of Correlation values.

The research results are summarized that the average income of government officials in

border area and those of the City Hall of Chiang Mai is 12,127.05 baht a month. The mentioned -



number is only the cash from their own salary. Nevertheless, it is found that the expense of the
government officials in border area, and of those of the City Hall of Chiang Mai is averagely for
the educational consumption, recreation, children raising, and purchasing of some instruments
needed for their functions. Consequently, the total expense is averagely 15,401 baht a month.

Both government officials of border area and of the City Hall of Chiang Mai, in
addition, partly pursue their additional careers such as life insurance selling. Also, they
respectively own their properties such as mobile communicational devices, guns, refrigerators,
televisions, carsfmotorcycles, garments, videotape cassettes, and houses.

In regard to both government officials of border area and of the City Hall of Chiang
Mai, nonetheless, most of them {averagely 92.9%) are considered as “debtors.”

The resources and places they owe are respective.ly as follows; cooperatives,
governmental welfares, banks, financial institutes, friends, relatives, shops, stores, private sectors,
and shares especially involving with some properties which cost very expensively such as houses,

and cars/motorcycles.

Results Derived from Educational Hypothesis Test

In accordance with the first result derived from the hypothesis test, it is obvious that
the income and expense of government officials in border area are less than that of those who
work in the City Hall of Chiang Mai. Also, it is noticeable that the income of the government
officials of the City Hall of Chiang Mai considered as an only part gathered with that of their
wives or spouses is more than that of those of border area. According to the expense of
government officials, however, the result points that there is no difference between the expense

of both groups of government officials. This therefore causes the first hypothesis to be refused.
Where the second hypothesis is concerned, it was previously forecasted that the factors

of educational qualification, responsibilities and positions in working, and the period of time a

government official handles with her/his duty, tend to affect the difference of the income and

expense of government officials in border area and of those of the City Hall of Chiang Mai. It is



finally discovered that both groups of government officials, the educational qualification
influences on their income considered as “salary,” and that of their wives or spouses. Likewise, it
also affects the expense in terms of their consumption goods, recreation, and the instmmen_ts
needed for their function. The fields or branches of the government officials’ responsibilities,
additionally, influence on their income considered as “salary,” but do not affect the difference of
the expense of both groups of go.vemment officials. Another point is that a period of time a
government official handles with her/his working influences on the income considered as

“salary,” and on the difference of the educational expense.

Suggestions Appropriate for the Research

It is suggested that there should be a study of the rewards or pays and benefits which
are somewhat advantageous for governmental sector, for this research demonstrates that the
income of government officials is insufficient for their expense, and this seems to some of them
that they have to resign from their governmental tasks, and turn their attention to launch careers
concerning private sector instead. They strongly believe that the private sector tends to provide
them with the higher rate of rewards or pays. The governmental sector, consequently, had best
conduct some studies to seck for the data about the real income of government officials, whether
it is sufficient for their living costs or not. Apart from this, there ought to be some additional
studies of what inspiring the government officials to effectively conduct their duties, to hold the
moral principle, and neither to conduct any problem on corruption, nor to function any other
unnecessary responsibility during their own working times.

Above all, the governmental sector had best developed its officials with the positive
values for living their lives, not being obsessed by materialism. That more encouraging them to
regard the moral and ethic means is also recommended fo upgrade the government officials’
mental condition so that they will be taken for as qualified persons who take their institutes with a
progress in the near future. Certainly, the country development, subsequently, will be rapidly and

effectively launched.
