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Abstract

This quasi - experimental research examines the results of using traditional media
on the knowledge and attitude regarding AIDS among people in Surin province. The
objectives of this study were to compare knowledge and attitude about AIDS before and after
the use of media. The multi - stage random sampling was used and the study setting and
purposive sampling was used in 216 subjects among the people between 15 - 65 years old who
speak Khmer, Laos (Isan) and Gouy dialects. The video tape was composed of Kan Trum, Pleng
Looktung, Mow Lam, Likae, along with interviews and televisions video spot on AIDS
education. The questionnaires developed by the researcher was used to measure the
kmowledge and attitude about AIDS and focus group discﬁssion. The paired t - test was used
to test the differences of knowledge and attitude scores before and after watching the
media among people classified by langnage, sex and age groups. The results of this study

were:

1. Among the 216 subjects, there were statistically significant differences of mean
scores on knowledge and attitude about AIDS between before and after watching the media

(all ps < .03).



2. Among the Laos and Gouy speaking subjects, there were statistically significant
differences of mean scores on knowledge and attitude about AIDS before and after watching
the media (all ps < .05).

3. There were no differences of mean scores on knowledge and attitude about
AIDS before and after watching the media among the Khmer speaking subjects (all ps < .05).

4. There were statistically significant differences of mean scores on knowledge
and aftitude about AIDS among all age groups of subjects before and after watching the media
(ali ps < .05).

5. There were statistically significant differences of mean scores on knowledge
and attitude about AIDS among male subjects before and after watching the media (all ps <
05).

6. There was statistically significant difference of mean scores on attitude about
AIDS among female subjects before and after watching the media (p < .05).

7. There was no statistically significant difference of mean scores on knowledge

about AIDS among female subjects before and after watching the media (p <.05).

These results of the statistical tests combining with the opinion of the subjects
revealed the effectiveness of the traditional video media on improving knowledge and attitude
about AIDS among people i Surin province. This media should be firther tried out with Khmer

speakers and female audience to ascertain for its appropriateness in using,.
