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The purposes of this research were to investigate the level of the people’s
participation in promotion local traditions and cultures, local wisdom, in service and

vocational trainings and to investigate the problems and obstacles concerning
educational management. The data collection was in the form of descriptive research
through questionnaires from some teachers and some citizens in Muang District of
Phrae province.

The results of this research indicated that the level of the teacher’s
participation in the three aspects was moderate whereas the citizen’s was low.
There are three problems and obstacles concerning the schools. First, the

schools underestimated the village leaders. Second, the schools did not hold enough
meetings to inform the detail of educational management to the public. And the
schools did not realize the importance of the relationship between the schools and
communities. The problems and obstacles concerning the public are as follow. The
people thought that it was the teachers who were responsible for educational
management. They also believed that the people were poor, so they could not support
the schools. Lastly, the people were busy doing for their living, as a result, they did
not have enough time to attend the schools activities.
