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Abstract

Independent study is designed as follows :
1. To learn about knowledge and understanding of Chiang Mai University medical staff
on the roles of senator,
2. To study influences of medical staff ages effecting to knowledge and attitudes of
senator qualifications, and
3. To study about expectation of medical staff on the political roles and functions

under the 1997 Constitution.

The target population of this research study is 277 medical staff of Chiang Mai
University and this independent study is to leamn about roles and duties of senator after the
4" March 2000 election. 139 cases of all questionnaires were returned, meanwhile 138 cases did
not answer nor return the questionnaires because those staff were absent from the Faculty of
Medicine, Chiang Mai University for further study and meetings abroad. So, they could nof
answer and return the questionnaires,

From the study, it has found that most of the University medical staff expect highly
the political interests from those newly elected senators and also found that their ages did not

influence their understanding, expectation and attitudes on the senator ’s roles and duties.



This independent study has suggested that qualifications and roles of the senators are

as follows :

Qualifications :
1. Should not be concerned with or related to any political parties,
2. Should have high abilities and good knowledge,

3. Should be honest and ethical, with good morals.

Roles of senator :
1. Look after the national interests,
2. Take care of their own duties, and

3. Be independent with world — wide vision.
