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Abstract

The objective of this independent study is to develop effective methods of
amphetamine prevention and suppression in the views of district officers, village
headman and sanitary volunteers who are in position of being public leaders. In addition,
relationships between the sample’s thinking and measures, which have been undertaken
by Hang Dong provincial police are studied in order to find appropriate measures and
future work plans. '

The emphasis of this study is public leaders. The reason is because they prevent
local residents and have close association with the public. Besides, due to long residence
in the locality and having through understanding of local problems, their attitudes can
reflect the levels of local satisfaction towards police performance.

The study’s hypotheses are that district officers, village headman and sanitary
volunteers have different views on amphetamine prevention and suppression. These
differences vary according to independent variables, which are personal foundations of
each local leader. Moreover, these differed views can be proven by statistical method at a
level of significance.

The study’s samples comprise of 223 district officers, village headman and
sanitary volunteers who are stationed in Hang Dong district, Chiang Mai province.
Interviewed questionaires are used in the gathering of research data.

The study finds that a majority of samples accept that the rapid spread of
amphetamine is a problem and it is a public problem that everyone has to cocoperate in its
prevention and suppressmn It is viewed that the level of effectiveness of police’s
prevention and suppression is at median level. The carried out police’s measures are
deemed as “suitable”. The samples express their willingness to cooperate with the local
police as much as they can.

However, the samples believe that there are corrupt police and officiais who have
‘connection with drug trafficking and if local police are serious about drug suppression,
the problem of amphetamine will disappear.



The study finds that a majority of samples accept that the rapid spread of amphetamine is a
problem and it is a public problem that everyone has to cooperate in its prevention and suppression.

The
carried out police’s measures are deemed as “suitable”. The samples express their .willingness to
cooperate with the local police as much as they can.
