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Abstract

The purpose of this research was studying the factors influened to the
political socialization in the children of elementary level. Spacific factors were
family , academic and mass media. To compare the factors influencing to political
socialization between the children in urban and rural area . To compare political
learning between children in urban and rural area.

About the research methodology, this research was done in the form of

quantitative research. The sampling were 300 Prathom 6 (grade 6™ students under

the office of The Elementary Education Of Lamphun in urban and rural area. The
statistic were T-test and > — test.

According to the research the most of sampling had political learnmg from
mass media and the overall picture of the whole group of sampling had a very good
level of political learning.

Studying about the factors influened to political socialization in the sampling
it was founded that family, academic and mass media did have influened to political
learning in the sampling group. _

Comparing political learning between the students in urban and rural area by
T-test it was founded that a mean of comparison was not significantly different in
the term of statistic at the level 95 % or at the level of 0.05

Comparing political learning resource between the students in urban and
rural area it was founded that urban students had political learning resource more
than rural students and urban students learnt more about politics from mass media
than rural students.
