ABSTRACT

This thesis has two main objectives , which are : 1) to learn about the genesis
and historical developments of differences in politico — economic ideologies between
Thailand and Lao. 2} to learn about the impacts of Thai — Lao political and economic
relations on border trade .

The thesis is a qualitative research , which gathers data and information from
documentary and personal interviews of 27 samples that comprise of 7 officials who
have implications with Nong Khai border and 20 Thai trade operatoré.

The study finds that; Most of the interviewed respondents view that Thaitand and
Lao have longer historical relationships than other countries , due to geographical
settings that constitute the longest borderline when compared to other countries.
Moreover, the language and similar traditions and culture bring the two countries even
more closer.

In historical aspect , both countries were kingdoms with monarchical
government. For a period of time Lao became a Thai dependent kingdom and later on

France took control of Laos as a French Protectorate. The Laotian socialist revolution in



“

1975 has changed Laos’s politico-economic ideologies to be completely different from
those of thailand’s democratic system.

In the aspect of whether Thai-Lao historical politico-economic relationships have
any impacts on the positioning of border trade, the study finds that the Lao’s policy of
new economic imagination and merc.hanism has made Lactian leaders to give more
importance to the improvement of the country's foreign relations.

Thailand has great economic influence upon Lao by being the largest trading
partner and is the sending route of most of Laos's imports and exports.Therefore, Laos
is an economically dependent state of Thailand on unequal basis. From the comparison
of trade statistics during the 10 years of 1989 to 1998, Thailand is the side that gained

complete advantage due to the surpluses in trade balances of the afore-mentioned

‘years, In addition, Lao's imports are necessary capital goods which can not be

produced within the country.
The study concludes that Thai — Lao international politico — economic relations
have impacts on positioning of border trade. And the two countries have friendly and

cordial relations due to the result of the present Thai politico — economic policy.
