Abstract

The purposes of this research were to compare the studen.ts’ English reading
ability before and after using portfolio assessment, to investigate the students' reflective
English writing ability and to find the correlation among the students’ seli-assessment,
the students’ friends’ assessment and the teacher’'s assessment. The population
comprised 20 Mathayom Suksa 2/3 students of Songkwaewittayakom school enrolled in
English reading and writing courSe (E 022) during the first semester of the accademic
year, 2000. The experimental instruments were 6 portfolios designing frameworks,
English reading test, written reflection assessment, and self-assessment. The population
was taught according to 6 portfolios designing frameworks for 12 weeks. The students’
portfolio items were assessed by the students themselves, their friends and the teacher.
The students also wrote the reflection on their learning at the end of each unit.

The English reading ability test was administered before and after the experiment.
The written reflection assessment and the self — assessment were administered after the
experiment. The data obtained were statistically analyzed by means of arithmetic mean,

standard deviation, and Pearson Product Moment Correlation.



The findings were as follows:

1. The students' English reading abilities scores were higher after using
portfolic assessment.

2. The students’ reflective English writing abilities was average and
developed chronologically after each evaluation.

3. Students’ self-assessment, friends’ assessment and teachers’ assessment

correlated position at the significant level of .01.
