Food can be preserved in different ways. Vegetables, fruits, and meat can be
preserved at home by freezing. First, the vegetables are cut into small pieces. Then, the
vegetables are put into boiling water. Next, the vegetables are removed from the boiling
water and then, they are cooled in running water immediately. Finally, the vegetables are
packaged and frozen.

. Fruits are prepared as for eating first. Then, they are placed directly in the package.

Waste parts of the meat are trimmed. Then the meat is cut into cooking size pieces.
Next, it is put into a container and it is kept at the right temperature.

All these foods can be stored for a long time and they still taste good.
