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Abstract

The Emotional Quotient (EQ) consists of 9 aspects; Self control, Sympathy,
Responsibility, Self motivation, Decision making and Problem solving, Interrelationship, Self-
esteern, Self satisfactory, and Optimism. Regarding the study of various factors affecting high
school students Emotional Quotient in Chiang Mai, it was statistically amalyzed by using
Descriptive Statistics, Category Principle Component Analysis, Non-parametric Statistics,
Canonical Correlation Analysis and Regression Analysis.

At the level of 0.05 significance, the findings showed that students’ Seif control,
Sympathy, Responsibility, Self motivation, Decision making and Problem solving, and Self
satisfaction were in the moderate to high level. For students’ Interrelationship, Self-esteem and
Optimism, most results appeared in the moderate to low level, From 9 aspects of EQ, they could
be grouped into 3 groups. The first group consisted of Self control, Sympathy, and
Responsibility. This group related to students’ gender, class level, age, grade point average
(GPA), mother’s career, retainers, mother’s highest leve] in education, interrelationship within
family, district, school size, major of studying, numbers of classroom members and

interelationship between students and teacher and friends. The second group consisted of



Self motivation, Decision making and Problem solving, Satisfaction, and Optimism. These
aspects related to students’ gender, age, class level, GPA, mother’s career, retainers, father and
mother’s highest level in education, family incomes, family interrelationship, school size, major
of studying, numbers of class-room members. The third group consisted of interrelationship and
Self-esteem. These aspects related to students” gender, age, class level, GPA, mother’s careed,
retainers, father’s highest level in education, family interreiationship, district, school size,
numbers of classroom members and interrelationship between students and teacher and friends.
Regarding the study of various factors affecting high school students’ EQ, The
regression equations could be constructed to forcast EQ from personal ,family and school factor.
The result of the relationship analysis between EQ and these factors showed that the linear
canonical correlation coefficients were 0.357, 0.491 and 0.393 respectively. According to the
three factors, the most influential variables on EQ were gender, family interrelationship and

interrelationship between students, teacher and friends.
