Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate Thai reading and writing ability of
Prathom Suksa 1 Lisu in Mae Hong Son Province and to analyze the level of difficulty of the
basic Thai words and its incorrect reading and wr_iting characteristics of those students. The
population included 120 Prathom Suksa 1 Lisu students from 7 schools attached to the
Office of Mae Hong Son Provincial Primary Education in the academic year 2000. A reading
and writing tést of 150 basic Thai words was used as the instrument in collecting the
research data which were then analyz'ed through frequency distribution, percentages,
means and standard deviations, proportions, and the level of difficulty of the words. The
analyzed data were presented through tables with description. The major findings were as
follows: .

1. As for the reading ability, 93.33 percents of students were able to read over 80
percents of words. The average words read was 130.27 which indicated the very good level
of reading ability.

2. As regards the writing ability, 59.16 percents of students were able to write over
70 percents of words. The average words written was 111.95 which indicated the good level

of writing ability.



3. Regarding the difficulty level of reading and writing, most words were at the
very easy level in which four fifths were of reading while three fourths were of writing
respectively.
| 4. The characteristics of incorrect reading and writing words.

a. As forthe difficulty reading words, less than haif of students conducted
the incorrect meaning and unclear pronunciation. As for the easy words, more than one
fourth of students read with the incorrect meaning while fewer students conducted the
whole word incorrect reading and incorrect substitution guide reading.

b. As for the difficulty writing words, about one third of students conducted
the incorrect writing with unknown meaning while one fourth students conducted the
partial incorrect writing. As for the easy words, about one fifth of students conducted the
incorrect writing with unknown meaning while fewer students conducted the partial

incorrect writing.
