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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the hidden activity of industrial students of Rajamangala
Institute of Technology, Northern Campus. A number of 370 Diploma in Technical of Industrial
students level 1-2 and 16 activity advisers were used as a sample. For collecting data a
questionnaire was used and the data were analyzed through uses of percentage, mean and
standard deviation. The ﬁn\dings were as the follows:

Most students were male, eaming the grade point average of 2.01-3.00. Chiang Mai
was their domicile. Most of them lived in a private dormitory. Their parents were in agricultural
pursuits. The students rated the importance of activity at high level. The most important activity
rated was the activity of stl‘Jdent relation. The recommendations made on this activity were that
the activity should be assigned after class, on campus, not exceeding 6.00 p.m., and being
observed by the adviser. Moreover, the cost the students had to pay for all activities assigned
should not over 1,000 baht per semester. In addition, the activities conceming sexual joke and

punishment using rude words were rated as unfavorable.



As for the advisers, most of them were male with 1-3 years of experience in students’
activity. The advisers suggeéted that student relation and student sport activities should be
provided equally and not exceeding 10. p.m. in the evening, In contrast with students’ opinion,
the advisers proposed the activity fee of not more than 3,000 baht per semester. All activities
should be conducted on the campus and within the sight of advisers. Furthermore, some

unnecessary activities should be reduced.
