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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to survey emotional quotient level and
study behavior and their correlation of secondary school students at Baan Tha
Ma Kang School, Mae Ai District, Chiang Mai Province. This study was conducted
basing on 75 sampled students whose emotional quotient level was examined using
The mental health Department Manual for EQ measurement, and study behavior
questionnaire completed by the student‘s advisor. The reliability of questionnaire basing
on Cronbach‘'s Alpha was .80

It was found that most of the students maintained good emotional quotient.
Overall, their study behavior was moderate. The correlation between emotional quotient and
study behavior was .55 with .01 significance level. There was no different sex, schooling

level, and ethnicity at any statistical level
