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Abstract

This research was aimed at investigating the learning process management of physical
education of teachers attached to the Chiang Mai provincial primary education office in the
academic year 2001. The subjects consisted of 380 teachers and were selected by the multi-stage
random sampling technique. The subjects were asked to answer questionnaires and the
interviews. The collected data were analyzed through percentage, mean and standard deviation.
The findings were presented through tables and detailed description.

The findings were as follows :

1. Learning process management in physical education of the teachers on instructional
preparation, instructional process, measurement and evaluation process were at the moderate
level. |

2 1t was found that teachers involved in leamning process management in physical
cducation has many problems and obstacles in dealing with the many tasks faced. They had
insufficient knowledge and skill in arranging their physical education program in schools, and
they should receive more training. Their schools lack of the phy;ical education eciuipment and

playing fields required by the students in accordance with their sex and age.
