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ABSTRACT

The study entitled “Community Movement for Managing Impacts of Lignite in
Tobacco Curing Barns: A Case Study of Ban Donchai Pakhaem, Tambon Oil, Amphoe Pong,
Changwat Phayao” was designed to examine the factors that resulted in community movement in
managing the impact of lignite using. It was also aimed to study the means and conflict
management between the affected community and the curing barn entrepreneur.

The study was based on a combination of quantitative and qualitative research. Data
collection was made by means of questionnaire, in-depth interview, field survey, focus group
discussion, and observation. In the case of qualitative approach, data analysis was operated by
classifying and grouping them according to the factors resulted in movement and the means to
settling the conflict. And the quantitative data were statistically analyzed by means of,
percentage, average, standard deviation, mean, and hypothesis proof.

The study results were summarized as follows:

1. The community settlement is located in between rugged mountains and surrounded
by the mountain in four directions. It is a mountain landscape sianting to a pan-like low-lying
area; the climate is not well ventilated, especially in the winter. The majority of community is
engaged in corn planiation, rice farming, and tobacco growing. Most of villagers loved their
homeland and settled down there over 82 years in average, which resulted in community unity

and sympathy. As a result, it is conducive to community movement.



2. The factors affecting the community movement, in respective of correlation
coefficient (r), were: the distance between residence and the curing barn, the impact of iignite
waste, the sense of their rights deprived by the air and by information access, and the
community’s confidence in such movement. These factors were significantly correlated to
community movement.

3. In addition to the community movement for solving the conflicts, the community
had tried to solve such conflict through a series of compromises. In such manipulation, both sides
had to reduce their demands; none of them could get all what they wanted. Decision was
finalized by discussion and negotiation held among the individual persons involved, based on the

medium arrangement in order to avoid further conflicts.
