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ABSTRACT

The important component of the profession is to have the professional
organization. The Nurse Association of Thailand Northemn Branch is the profession association
that provide the educational activities, profession promotion activities and activities
+ provided for public. This study aimedto describe needs of the subjects who were members
and nonmembers of the Nurses Association of Thailand towards activities of the Nurses
Association of Thailand Northern Branch. The subjects were randomized sampling, included 90
memberships and 80 non memberships. The instrument was the questionnaire, developed by the
investigator based on marketing concept of McCarthy and Perreault (1993). The content validity
index of the instrument were 0.90. The reliability coefficient of the instrument determined by
Cronbach’s Alpha was 0.91. Data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard

deviation and t-test.



The results showed that :

1. The needs of subjects who were members towards all activities of the Nurses
Association of Thailand Northern Branch was at a high level (J_C = 3,84, S.D = (.44 )The needs
of service was at the highest level (; = 4.29, S.D. = 0.44) The needs of place and promotion
were at a high level (; = 403,8D.=0.62, ; = 4.06 ,8.D.=0.58 ) while the needs of
price was at a moderate level (; =3.01,S8.D.=0.60)

2. The needs of subjects who were nonmembers towards all activities of the
Nurses Association of Thailand Northern Branch was at a high level (; = 3.68,8S.D.=0.55)
The needs of service, place and promotion were at a high level (; = 414 ,5.D.=0.58, J_C =
3.85,8.D.=0.70, ; = 3.81,8.D. =0.72 respectively ) while the needs of price was at a
moderate level (; =2.88,8.D.=0.52).

3. There were significant differences of needs among nurses who were members
and nonmembers of the Nurses Association of Thailand Northern Branch towards all
activities and promotion (P < 0.05). The needs towards service, price, place were not differences
among the two groups.

The results of the study can be used by nursing administrators of Community
Hospital in motivating the nurses to be membership of the Nurse Association of Thailand .
The Nurses Association of Thailand Northern Branch are able to plan activities that can meet the
needs of the nurse inorder to motivate them to be the membership of the Nurses Association of

Thailand.
