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Abstract

- This research is designed to study the people’s participation towards crime protection in the
service area of Amphoe Mueang Chiang Mai Police Station; to study the factors that are related to
people's participation; to study the knowledge and understanding of people according to their role and
duty in cooperating with police in crime protection; and to study the problems and obstacles of
people and police in defending and abolishing the crimes.

A survey research was done through the gathering of both secondary data from related
documents and primary data. Questionnaires were used as study tool for collecting data from the
sample size of 369 that are derived from people and the sample size of 50, which are derived from the
police. For data analysis, the SPSS was applied with emphasis on descriptive statistics related to
frequency, means and standard deviation. The statistical test is Chi-square.

The result showed that:

1. The majority of people from the samples think that if they see the crimes, they will help
the police only if they realize that there is no harm to their life and family. Most of them have never
had offended by crimes. In practicing against crimes, people state that they carry out 4 practices out

of all 8 practices including building a house with a sealed and strong fence, install electricity in order



to have enough light, install bent iron, and breed dogs. Most of the neighbors specify that they have
no experiences in being crime attacked. People have some concerns if their members of the family
are being attacked by criminals.

Most of the people do not participate in these following activities: training or participating in
activities of government officers in crime protection; early notifying the likelihood of crime, ete.
With regard to people's recognition in crimes, in Tambon, 60 percent of the people states that they
recognize, while 40 percent says that they are not sure.

2. Regarding people’s attitude towards crime protection, people give the moderate level
attention to the protection and eradication of crime with the operation of police, subdistrict and
village headmen as well as officers of subdistrict administration organization. Most of the people do
not have watchmen to protect crimes in their community.

3. As for the factors that are related to the people’s participation, personal factors such as
age group, level of education, occupation, domicile and location within and outside the Chiang Mai
Municipality, have the relation with the people participation in protecting crimes at the determination
of statistical test at 0.05 and 0.01 levels of significance.

4. With regard to problems and obstacies in people’s participation in protecting crime,
people give too little participation with the government service, for example: training or participation
in activities of government officers in crime protection, notification to police the early evidence of
criminals, notification to police in case they encounter an event that is likely to have someone

committing a crimne, assistance to police to capture criminals, etc.
