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The main objective of this research is to study the knowledge and
understanding of the people towards the municipality’s authorities.

The data were collected accidentally from 401 ordinary people, using closed-
ended and open-ended questicnnaires. Data analysis was done through percentile and
frequency.

The result of the research shows that 60 per cent of the people have accurate
knowledge an'd understanding towards the municipality's authority. The 67.5 per cent of
the people are satisfied and consider that the municipality's governing is acceptable
which is not consistent with the research's hypothesis. Furthermore, the people give
their opinion towards the leve!l of violence in their community. Most of them, 51.6
per cent pay attention to the drug problems, followed by the garbage problem as well as

the praoblems of the local culture's degeneration.
