The findings from this study suggest that context of Doi Tung in accordance with
the principles of ecotourism consisted of nature — based tourism, sustainable managed
tourism, environmenial education ~ based tourism and community or people participation
— based tourism. However, the findings of this study suggest that the majority of Thai

tourists have medium knowledge and understanding on ecotourism and Doi Tung. So,

Doi Tung should improve its communication with the tourist and local people.
