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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to study longan growers' opinion towards problems of
selling measures of fresh and processed longans and government's marketing system. The study
included uses, problems and obstacles over solution measures of the matters by the government.
Relevant suggestions and approaches were also studied. Samples were taken from 152 longan
growers in 8 districts of Lamphun Province. Data was gathered from questionnaires and analyzed
by Descriptive Statistics, e.g. frequency, arithmetic mean, minimum and maximum values.

Tt was found that the farmers were not confined in problem - solving measures by the
government since the policy was just implemented, for example, queuing for longan screening
and conveniences in obtaining the product letter of credit as well as cashing from bank of
Agricultural and Agricultural Cooperatives (BAAC). Credit limiting to only 250,000 bahts per
grower was also another issue. Some issues were agreed, e.g. the issuing of farmers’ cards by the
director of Tambon Agricultural and Technology Transfer Center {TATTC), increasing longan
price guarantee and assistance corresponded to the farmers’ needs.

Advantages of government longan problem solving measures was price guarantee of
dried longan by means of passing payment of credit through banks. Such supports were allocated

to registered farmers only. Restricted regulations could reduce exploitation of the middlemen and

the farmers’ risks.




Disadvantages included misled estimated budget for dried longan supports due to
inaccuracy of product estimation of the government, resulting in inadequate budget. Delay in
government price intervention and marketing and uncertain regulation and conditions often
caused damages to the farmers. Moreover, the standard of quality control of dried longans was
low, due to the lack of responsible personnels, which would affect the markets in the future.
Limited marketing areas resulting in delay and unbarring to serve the needs of farmers.

Suggestions were made as followed. government should prepare to solve problems of
overproduction of agricultural products not only for longan. Farmers should participate more in
policy planning offered by government agencies, Farmers should take parts in product guarantee
and quality control process. Credit limit should be considered from planting scale of the farmers

and supports of dried products should be increased.
