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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to study what are the factors affecting the demand for
housing loans in Chiang Mai Municipality and the problems in acquiring credit for housing in
Chiang Mai municipality.

Data used in this study were obtained using questionnaires. A sample size of 323 from
four professions ie. government officials, slatc-enterprise officials, bankers, and the business
owners were taken. Descriptive analysis wﬁs used in this study.

The results of the study show that those who seek housing loans are more males than
females and are in the age groups of 36 years up, married with two children, are goverment and
state enterprise officials. Most hold bachelor degrees or higher.

Factors which are found to affect the demand for housing loans, ranked in order of .
importance, are interest rate, size of loans, and collateral respectively, The most important
problem in seeking housing loans found in this study is the interest rate being too high. Other

problems revealed include lending conditions are too rigid, and the amounts granted are too small.
