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Abstract

The research was to study the effects of using token economy reinforcement
basing on Premack principle and contingency contract on the responsible behavior of 28
Prathom Suksa 2 students, Banmainongbua School, Chiang Mai Province. The experiment
employed multiple baseline designs. The responsible behavior included exercise doing,
taking tum in cleaning the classroom and school- environment improving. The experiment
was segmented into 4 periods taking 7 weeks. The data were collected through observation
recording at the end of those 4 periods. The exercise doing and classroom cleaning before
and after the experiment were rated by 4 teachers. The school- environment improving
activities were rated by 5 members of student council. The instrument used had .88
relibility coefficient. The data were analyzed in terms of mean, percentage, and t-test to
compare the effects of the second with the first, the third and the forth periods.

It was found that students’ responsibility increased in the reinforcement periods

at .01 level of statistical significance.
