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The purpose of this qualitative research was to study the social and cuitural
factors leading to sexual risk behavior of adolescence in Phrae Province . The subjects

were students, teachers, parents and leaders in community. The data were collected

through focus group discussion and indept interview. The finding was as follows.

1. Social factors leading to sexual risk behavior of adolescents in Phrae

Province were peer influence, sexual counseling, having boy friend and girl friend,

sex—explicit media.

2. Cuitural factors were broken family, divorce, relationship between parent

and children, no sex education for children fasion and media.
