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Astract

The objectives of this independent étudy are: to learn about the levels of democratic
political culture of the Royal Thai Air Force personnel at Chiang Mai Wing 41 and to learn
about factors affecting democratic political culture.

Data and information are gathered from 330 Air Force personnel in the fiscal year of
B.E. 2545 at Wing 41. A set of questionaires is used to inquire about the knowledge and
understanding of Thai politics and government including democratic political culture. The
study uses 7 independent variables which are: sex, age, levels of education, corps,
echelons and levels of exposure to information and knowledge in politics and government
while the dependent variable is democratic political culture. Various descriptive statistics
techniques are used in the study's data analysis such as: frequency distribution,
percentage and chi-square value of correlations.

The study finds that the number of the Air Force personnel of the higher level of
democratic political culture group and that of the lower level group are very close.

The study finds that age factor and levels of exposure to political news have no
effects on differences in democratic political culture. However, factors on sex, levels of
education, corps, echelons and levels of knowledge and understanding on politics and

government have effects on differentiation of political cultures.



The study has the guiding effect on the development course of the Royal Thai Air
Force by promoting female personnel to have more roles, by promoting education
opportunities to all personnel including the dissemination of knowledge on politics and
government. This would lead to the creation of professional soldiers who have clear roles
and responsibilities in safeguarding Thai national sovereignty and at the same time play the

supporting roles by having more political participation than in the past.
