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Abstract

The main objective of this research was to study the relationship between attachment to
Islam and the political alienation. Convenience sampling was used to collect data from 388
respondents with the closed-ended questionnaire. Data were processed through the SPSS for
Windows program. Statistical methods involve univariate and bivariate analyses.

The findings were :

The respondents were highly attached to Islam. The respondents’ personal characteristics
affecting the religious attachment were gender, level of religious education, age, level of
education, period of time in studying Islam, cccupation, income and marital status, consecutively,
The respondents alienation was quite high. Their personal characteristics affecting the alienation
were occupation, level of education, marital status, length of stay in Pattani Province, level of
income, age, and the level of religious education, consecutively. Most importantly, it was not

found that the attachment to Islam was related to the political alienation.
