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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to study the effects of students® Thai
Language Skill on using Multiple Intelligence Theory Activities. The samples were
48 students in Mattayom Suksa 1/2 at The Municipal School Number4 (Ban
Chiang Rai). The sample was selected by Cluster Random Sampling. The
instruments were the 3 Learning Units which created by using Multiple
Intelligence Theory Activities and Criteria Scoring Rubric. Assessment and
learning activities were done parallelly. Then effects of assessment was analyzed
by scoring and percentage. The results of this study was effects of students’ Thai
Language Skill was 75.56 percent. This indicated that the students had pleasant

result because the percentage was set at 70 and more preferable,
