ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study the state of problems and guidelines in teaching
and learning Thai subject for seventh and eighth grade foreign students at Chiang Mai
International School. The population was 36 seventh and eighth grade foreign students who
studied in the second semester, 2003 Academic Year, Study methods instraments were a rating-
scale questionnaire and interview form. Collected data were analyzed by using percentage and
standard deviation, The results of the analysis were presénted in tables with descriptions.

The finding of this research were as follows:

1. On the content of the Thai language: It was found that the content for an intermediate
level seemed rather easy, However, most students have problems in pronunciation and forming
sentences with words arrangement. For beginner students, they did not use much of knowledge
leamed with family members and Thai friends, As a result, more conversation practice should be
included and teachers should also provide them with a variety of the content each year. Moreover,
the instruction of Thai language used in cultural context should also be encouraged. With the
training in pronunciation along with the teacher’s correction can enhance them to have more
accurate pronunciation. More time should be provided for skills in word arrangements, forming

sentences and speaking ,



2. On the activities of Thai language teaching: It was revealed that the teachers are not
using instructional materials enough and the classroom activities were not attractive or related to
current situation. Thus, the teachers should include more interesting games or activities, teaching
materials and techniques. Besides, working in groups can encourage ail students to practice and
use the language more effectively. They should also have some opportunities to experience
authentic places or situation that allow them to use Thai language. Reviewing the lessons before
the next chapter or test is also an additional tool for teaching.

3. On students’ needs of Thai language learning: The beginners agreed that they want to
practice more in all skills, reading, writing, listening and speaking, with most emphasis on verbs
and sentences. According to the intermediate students, they all agreed to have the teachers give
more importance on various topics; field trip, sport and hobby, animals and counting numbers,
food and fruits and buying and selling things. Therefore, there should be more periods given for
Thai class with more variety of activities. Besides, the teacher should practice not only the
listening skill, but also more on both reading and writing skills. They also pointed that the teacher
should not expect the achievement at the same level of all students’ learning ability.

4. On the students’ ability using all language skills: According to listening and speaking
skills, it was found that about 50 percent of the questions, taken from the lesson they had studied,
were completed correctly by the students in the beginner’s level. Dissimilarly, the intermediate
students complete all grammar questions correctly. In case of reading and writing skills, it is not
requirement in curriculum for beginners, while most intermediate students could perform only
simple words and sentences in order to answer the questions as they have already learned how to
read and write with simple word and sentence. The intermediate students then should be given

more practice in reading and writing at a higher level.
