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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed to investigate the current state of
compulsory Education Act compliance of Ban Nakhlang community, Li District,
Lamphun Province. The participatory action research was used as a studied tool.

The participants comprised 70 community leaders, students’ parents, students, school
teachers and administrators. The qualitative data were gathered by using the
techniques of observation, interview, and focus group discussion. The collected data
were analyzed through the content analysis technique.

The mayor findings could be summarized as follows:

As regards the compulsory education act, it was found that some of the
families in Ban Nakhlang community could not compliance with the nine—year schooling
system due to the families’ poverty, readiness of the youths, lack of cooperation among
the school, community and students’ parents. However, during the process of the
participatory action research, it was found that same of the school dropouts and

students who trend to leave the school has been returned as the school students.



As the guidelines to follow the compulsory education act, it were indicated
that the cooperation between the school and community for fund raising, education
guidance, promotion for the further education, child—centered teaching, recognition of
successful graduate students, and career development in community were

recommended as the major means.
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
