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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study problem solving process of Prathom
Suksa 3 students learning through Storyline Teaching Method and to study students’ opinions
about Storyline teaching method. The sample consisted of 20 student in Prathom Suksa 3/5
during the first semester of 2004 academic year at Ban Huay Tom School, Lamphun
province. The instruments employed in this study were (1) Eight Storyline Teaching
Method plans for 20 teaching hours regarding subject of Social studies, Religion and
Culture entitled Our Society, (2) Thirty items of test on problem solving process
(3) Questionnaires regarding students’ opinions after Storyline Teaching Method was
employed, Data analysis used mean and percentages and presented through tables and
description.

The findings were as follows :

1. Prathom Suksa 3 students who learned through Storyline Teaching Methed
had the average score on problem solving ability at 64.50% which was higher than the set
criteria at 60%.

2. Most of the students had positive attitude towards Storyline Teaching Method.,
