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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed at 1) Studying the management system, pattern and strategies of
football gambling among university students. 2) Determination the causes of football gambling
and other inducing factors contributed and related to the football gambling among university
students. 3) Analyzing policy as well as considering existing problem, difficulties, and practical
guideline of governmental agencies subjected to university student’s football gambling.

The study samples were comprised of 3 groups as follows:

1) 392 Chiang Mai University students.

2) Associated government officers including 10 policemen, 2 administrative officers,
and 6 student affairs staffs of Chiang Mai University.

3) 3 former bookmakers and 3 coupon bearers.

Questionnaire and interview guide were used as tool for collecting data. Also interview,
group meeting and observation were done. The statistical analysis was performed to calculate
frequency, percentage and standard deviation.

The conclusive results were shown as follows:

1. The reason for students participating in the football gambling was to get money by
which social factors such as friends, environmental condition of living, people in family; in
addition, psychological factors such as money preferring, requiring the recognition from friends,
personal attitude towards football teams or leagues shown on TV program, expectation of
winning, and exciting emotion, were factors induced to participate in the football gambling.
Information used for joining football gambling mostly came from friends, sport newspaper,
television, and internet. The negative impacts from football gambling were losing money, and

effect on study and health.



2. Bookies were composed of 3 types such as on-the-ground bookie, under-the-ground
bookie, and running bookie. Whereas the popular football gambling’s patterns used in Chiang
Mai Province were 1) Win betting, 2) Pool betting, 3) Step betting, 4) Football party betting,  5)
Other wagers related to football games. It was found that in a playing season of football, business
of football gambling had its cash flow through the network approximately 109-412 million baht.

3. Focusing on the wager control derived from the government officers, it was found
that the terminating and preventive action of each office were different. Several problems and
difficulties of termination and solving the football gambling problem included 1) unclear and less
continuous of state policy, 2) problem of related laws, 3) problem of practical guideline from
several associated sectors, 4) the far-away-advance of technology, 5) problem of advertisements
inducing and contributing to the football gambling, 6) problem from football gambling stake-
holders and powerful persons, and 7) problem of football gambling’s nature and the adaptation of

bookmakers.
